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CONCEPT PLAN

AIMS

The aim is to establish a State Centre for miniature aircraft sports in
Western Australia.

To establish a facility open to the viewing public on land owned by the
public, secured by an appropriate lease.

To create facilities, commensurate with a State Centre, established by
the user groups.

To provide a centre for radio controlled fixed wing and helicopters and
control line flying, competitions and displays.

To provide a headquarters for the state body, A.W.A. (Inc.).

To generate broader public awareness of the sport and to encourage
involvement.

OONCEPT OVERVIEW

The land ultimately selected is located in the mid west of Whiteman
Park, on land bounded to the north by Keith Main Youth Camp and to the
west by Beechboro Road, measuring about 950m x 850m.

The concept involves the establishment of a central circle with safety
zone circles with radii of 500m and 400m respectively.

The central circle would essentially be for the use of radio controlled
fixed wing aircraft.

To the north of the central circle would be the facilities sector and
areas for control line operations.

Helicopters would operate on the perimeter of the central circle.
It is envisaged that The State Centre would be used by the following :

2.6.1 'Resident' club members i.e. members of clubs that are resident
or based, at the centre.

2.6.2 Members of clubs affiliated with A.W.A. (Inc.)
2.6.3 State, Naticnal and International competitors.
2.6.4 Visitor members of the public.

2.6.5 School children under a schools programme.
2.6.6 Youth from Keith Main Youth Camp.

Use by the last three groups would be permissible under supervision
only, due to safety considerations.

The Centre would be initiated, constructed and supervised by a
Management Committee (see Section II - Management Structure for
details).

The development is seen as being accomplished in many stages, as
detailed in Section IV - Development Programme.
